The City of Portage is looking for an Alderperson to fill out the remainder of Ald. Steve Rohrbeck, who passed 

away unexpectedly February 9th. The term ends on April 20th, 2027. The Mayor has the ability to appoint a District 

4 resident to fill out the remainder of the term.  

To be considered, the Mayor has outlined these qualifications:  

➢ Candidate must be at least 18 years of age 

➢ Candidate must live within the boundaries of the 4th Aldermanic District (map below) and reside there 

until the end of the term.  

➢ Candidate must demonstrate and maintain a commitment to serve as an elected official.  

If you are interested in this opportunity, please submit a letter of interest (this can be done in-person at City Hall, 

via the mail, or via email to the Mayor) by Saturday, March 28th at 11:59pm. An email subject line should read 

“District 4 Vacancy.” Letters of support are not necessary. Interviews with the Mayor and up to two additional 

City Officials are anticipated to occur during the week of March 30th. 

A desirable letter of interest should contain the following: contact information, reason(s) why one is interested in 

serving on the Common Council, prior work experience and/or skills, and city issues you would like to address as 

a member of the Common Council. The Mayor will submit a name to the Common Council during the April 9th 

Common Council Meeting, and the candidate should expect to take the oath of office and be sworn in at that 

same meeting.
